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Four arms of Celtic Knot work form a square cross on a background of simple lace. 

Cast on 8.  Join and knit around once.  Commence chart with Round 2.  Each row of the chart is worked 4 times per round.  
Uncharted rows are knit plain.  Rounds 48 to 87 repeat as rounds 108 to 147.  Work Chart two after any extensions.
